1994 Lower Peninsula Class C Volleyball State Champions

The 1994 Holton Red Devils’ volleyball team, coached by Ed Bailey, made it all the way to the
women’s Lower Peninsula Class C state championship match in 1993, before losing to the
Wolverines of Burton-Atherton, 15-5, 16-14. With many of the same players returning in 1994,
Holton would not be denied in a return trip to the state championship game.

After defeating Sutton’s Bay (15-6, 16-14) on March 18, 1994 at Vicksburg High School in the
opening round of the state playoffs, Holton advanced to the semi-final round of the playoffs on
March 19, 1994, also at Vicksburg High School, where they defeated the Comets of Hanover-
Horton (15-11, 15-9) to advance to the state championship game held that same day at Kalamazoo
Central High School. The Red Devils made a statement in the state championship game by
defeating Pewamo-Westphalia to earn the first ever volleyball state championship for a Muskegon
area team, as well as the first and only state championship in any sport at Holton High School. The
team finished the season with a record of 55 -2 — 1.
